Top Tips  

 
1. Getting started There are only three places in the band – which 
makes them like hen’s teeth – so think hard about how you’re going to 

wow the crowd  
 

2. Inspirations Your choice will most likely determine how you do. 

Creating some of the most memorable characters is down to the raw 
creativity and the outlandish inspirations the each performer brings to the 

performance. Decide who you want to be then go about creating your 

inner you…  

3. Soundtrack Make an impression… you need to make it good.  You can 
cut and paste certain sections of your favourite tracks to ensure you make 

the biggest impact, or take time to consider what drives people wild 

4. Costume While spandex is the material favoured by main air guitar 
musicians, when in comes to rock, it’s almost all about how you look.  So 

it’s important to consider what you wear on stage. Street clothing is 

banned on stage. It is a show and unless you can make a little effort - you 

will not be allowed on stage 

5. Attitude Within seconds the audience will sense if you have it or not. 

Its their killer instinct. You must cultivate the attitude. You must believe it 

to win it 

6. Show On stage, it only takes a minute to wow or bomb with the crowd 

so you need to consider the following: entrance, lead up to solo, finale, 
exit 

7. Technique While technique isn’t all of your performance, it is definitely 

part of it.  Hone your skills to make sure the audience knows what you’re 
playing without explanation – is it the drums or a diablo?  Work out the 

beat and play to it.  Musical instruments tend to be big – and so should 

your actions – otherwise it might look like you’re playing with yourself 
rather than an instrument (ahem).  Check out your fave rock videos to 

get some tips on classic moves  

8. Crowd The audience is your biggest critic and can be a scary mob to 

face if you brush them up the wrong way, so make sure that you put the 
work in and plan your act to make sure you get the results you deserve  

9. The auditions You have to impress the champion if you want to play 

with the champion.  Make sure you’re entry is the best possible for your 
chance to play that one off gig  

10. The winners Congratulations… you’re in the band!  It will be a tough 

old competition but winning brings endless amounts of kudos, commercial 
exploits and bragging rights.  And a gig in a central London venue. Don’t 

forget your costume and attitude and get ready to wow the crowd as you 



rock out.
